The site features fun games and 
puzzles as well as age appropriate, step-by-step instructions on what families can do to 
be better prepared for emergencies and the role kids can play in that effort.  Scouting 
leaders should look to the Ready Kids campaign for resources to help assist Scouts 
earning advancements, activity/merit badges, the Emergency Preparedness Award, and 
the BSA Ready and Prepared Award.

Scouting: One Person 
CAN Make a 
Difference

For as long as some of these family 
members can remember, Scouting has been a 
part of family life.  For some of the Ridgeway 
family of central Arkansas, this is certainly true.  
For others, Scouting became a way of life in 
early childhood. 
 

Scouting began for the Ridgeway’s in 1968 
when the oldest son joined Cub Scouts in 
Jacksonville, Arkansas.  While Bill Ridgeway, 
Jr. only stayed in Cub Scouts for that one year, 
he and his father, Bill Ridgeway, Sr. began what 
has become a lifestyle for the entire family.  The 
following year, the next brother, Larry, became a 
Cub Scout.  The family moved to a different city 
in 1969 and eventually to Little Rock in 1970, 
during which time there was a hiatus of a couple 
of years from Scouting.  Then, in 1971, when 
Bill Jr. was in 6th grade, the family picked back 
up again by joining Troop 6, chartered by the 
Rosedale Optimist Club.  The family hasn’t left 
Scouting since.  At one time or another, all four 
Ridgeway brothers, Bill Jr., Larry, Eddie, and 
Mark, have been members of Troop 6.  The 
Scoutmaster for all four boys was Michael B. 
Wright.

“If it hadn’t been for Michael B. Wright,” 
says Eddie Ridgeway, Sr., “our family probably 
wouldn’t have been involved in Scouting the 
way we are today.”  Mark says that if it hadn’t 
been for Mike Wright, that some of the lessons 
we learned as a family simply wouldn’t have 
been learned.  “Michael Wright taught us how to 
live by the Scout Law with his guidance to us 
boys as our Scoutmaster.  He set the example for 
us to follow during each meeting and each 

outing.”  “  I can remember so many times that 
our Scoutmaster, Mike Wright, would only let 
things go so far then guide us in the right 
direction so we could learn from our mistakes,” 
says Bill Jr. Bill Sr. states that Mike Wright 
taught him how to be a Scout Leader.  “Mike 
would lead us in his quiet, unassuming way and 
let us make mistakes.  He would then show us a 
different way to meet our goals, never trying to 
grandstand or show us up.  If it hadn’t been for 
him and my four boys and six grandsons, I 
wouldn’t have been in Scouting for the last 35 
years.”  
 

When Bill Jr. discussed with “Michael B.,” 
as he is affectionately known by the family, how 
Mike had touched his life, and how he carried 
these Scouting values with him during his career 
in the U. S. Navy, and during his time as a Scout 
leader, Michael was very quiet about his service.  
Mike Wright felt he really didn’t do very much 
other than try to lead all boys in the values as set 
forth by the Boy Scouts of America.
