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Even tough it has been 35 years since he earned his Eagle Scout Rank, David 
Abell still knows the importance of the skills he learned as a youth and adult 
Scouter in Northeast Arkansas.  Those skills have followed David around the 
world during his tenure as a Foreign Service Officer to the United States 
Department of State, and will now be put to test as he begins serving as 
Consul General at the U.S. Embassy in Baghdad, Iraq. 
 

Abell, a Paragould native, began his Scouting career on his 11th birthday by 
joining Troop 254 in Paragould, and later became a member of Explorer Post 
79, earning his Eagle Scout in 1971.  A Vigil Honor member of the Order of 
the Arrow, he also served as a summer camp staff member in 1968, 1975, and 
1976.  As an adult, Abell has served as an Assistant Scoutmaster with Troop 
500 in Paragould in the 1970’s, and spent one year as Committee Chairman 
with Troop 149 in Arlington, Virginia. 
 
Abell entered the Foreign Service in 1987, and has served in Mexico, 
Barbados, Zimbabwe, Nigeria, and Canada before now being assigned a 12-
month stay in Baghdad.  As Consul General, Abell will lead the Embassy’s 
Consular Office, which is tasked with solving problems for US citizens living 
and working in Iraq. 
 
“Scouting has been a positive influence every day of my career,” said Abell.  
“The practical things I learned as a Scout have been particularly useful during 
the specialized training for my assignment to Iraq.  For instance, the intensive 
two-day first aid course was really just a refresher for an old Scout.  But as 
useful as the technical skills from Scouting have been, I am most grateful for 
the intangible skills I learned as a Scout.  Teamwork and teambuilding are 
Scouting skills I use every day,” he said. 
 
Abell and his wife, Mary, have one son, Emanuel, currently a sophomore at 
the United States Naval Academy in Annapolis, Maryland.  Emanuel, or 
Manny as he is known, is also an Eagle Scout.

These 
people have the most important role in the Boy Scouts of America.  We should not diminish their effectiveness 
by asking them to do more. 
 

Qualifications for Nominees: 
 

District Chairman  
We seek a person universally recognized in the community whose prestige, character, and achievements mark 
him/her as a leader; one whose personality and executive ability will inspire confidence and win support and 
cooperation for the Scouting program.  This individual should be well known by the business leaders and the 
education and religious institutions of the community upon which Scouting is so dependent for effective 
operation.  His/her ideals should be in full accord with those of Scouting. 
 

Specifically, a District Chairman should possess: 
 
 * The ability to recruit people to do a specific job 
 * Executive ability 
 * Organization experience 
 * The ability to secure adequate financial support 
 

Note:  Knowledge of the Scouting program is not essential. 
 

District Vice Chairman 
Ideally, a person who has the same qualifications as the District Chairman.  One or more Vice Chairmen are 
needed. 
 

District Members At Large 
We need people of character and standing in the community, who – because of their interest, organizational 
experience, ability, or general knowledge – may be available for service as chairpersons or members of 
operating committees or to serve in some special capacity in the district. 
 

District Commissioner 
In general terms, the candidate should possess the same qualifications as District Chairman, including the 
ability to recruit people.  The individual should be well known and respected by the organizations that sponsor 
Scouting and by the community. 
 

The District Commissioner is the Administrative Executive over a large staff of people who are concerned with 
keeping the units of their district active by coordinating the support services of the district and council.
