The activities vgeteup so participants could do what they wanted and
then leave early, or stay all day and do things over and over. aBs speaking with parents from around the
district during the planning process, we received different pergpsain what they saw as a value on their
time and options.

One of the best outcomes of this event was the ability of boys amwtpso see that Cub Scouting is something
much bigger than just their small unit in central Arkansas. Mthcub scouts and over 380 people attending,
many people saw for the first time that Scouting has a wedeh within our communities. The feeling of
belonging to a much larger organization helps strengthen a bond wsmtiater units, and Cub Scout parents
discovered many others are going through the same issuegétfagiag, no matter where they live.
