Here, unit
leaders will be introduced to Council and District programs forfadhewing year, as well as receive several
tools necessary for the planning process.

Next, conduct a little research before your meeting. Look at hslidareliminary school calendars and
community event calendars to see where potential conflicts might arise.

Once you have attended the Program Preview Roundtable and conguatedsearch, take a few moments to
review the successes and problems within your current progrask.ydurself questions like: “what have we

done this year that has been successful” and “what did we dgetiighat we should consider skipping in the
future?” Brainstorm with leaders and parents for new prograas ideways to improve things you already do.
Research costs associated with various program ideas anelpaegal to use that information when developing
your budget.

Once you have completed the above steps, it's time to conduct yourammtial planning meeting. Make sure
you have all the tools necessary (blank calendars, pens/pendiksispaevent fliers, Council Calendar, etc...)
and a meeting space that gives you plenty of room to spread autil iRedates for Pack Meetings, Courts of
Honor, and other special events/activities you will do in the coiy#ag. Do your best to avoid conflicts with
Council or District events in which your unit should be participatilemember, Scouting is a year-round
activity, so be sure to include program in the summer months!

Next, determine what your program will cost. Make sure toereber to include registration fees, Boys Life
subscriptions, and insurance in your budget planning. The best method oy thesimoney needed to meet
your budget is the fall popcorn sale offered by the Council! Pisopeganized, your unit can earn all the
money it needs and then some with the popcorn sale. What bejtés s@end more time conducting program
and less time raising money than by getting all the money you toeethke your budget with just one
fundraiser?

Finally, once your program and budget are finalized, share tbhemation with everyone. Publish a unit
calendar and distribute it among your families. Make sure toildige your calendar to your chartering
organization, and get them involved wherever possible.

Remember, the organizing you do in the next three months will gagaway in determining the success of
your unit during the coming year. A little bit of effort on tinent end will result in a lot of reward for your
boys and their families.
