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The Quapaw Area Council is proud to announce the addition of two great 
tools for unit leaders – Online Rechartering and Online Advancement.  Used 
properly, both of these tools can reduce the amount of time spent on necessary 
paperwork. 
 

Online Rechartering and Online Advancement are two separate, but very 
similar applications available through the Council website.  Both are designed 
to be accessible on any computer with an Internet connection and the Internet 
Explorer web browser, so no special software is necessary.  Both applications 
have great supporting documentation and help files, and volunteers who have 
tested the applications agree that both are very simple to use. 
 

The Online Rechartering application is used by units needing to complete the 
recharter process.  In using the application, volunteers will have access to a 
special database in which they will be able to make changes to youth and adult 
contact information, add or delete youth and adult members, and change 
leadership positions of adult members.  The system has safeguards to ensure 
that all changes, additions, and deletions meet BSA guidelines, and users are 
provided with constant feedback during the data entry process.  After all data 
entry is completed, the system provides written instructions on how to finish 
the recharter process, including a list of everything that needs to be submitted 
to the registrar at the Council office.  Units can access the system 60 days 
prior to their recharter date, and from start to finish the Online Rechartering 
process will make renewing your unit’s yearly registration much simpler 
 

The Online Advancement application can be used by units needing to update 
the advancement status of their youth members.  Much like Online 
Rechartering, volunteers have access to a database in which advancement 
information is entered.  Volunteers have the ability to enter completed rank 
advancement, merit badges, and many youth awards.  Advancement reports 
are automatically generated, and volunteers can print copies of the reports for 
their records.  Online Advancement also allows units to view and print current 
unit rosters and individual advancement records. 
 

Both applications are available through the Council website, 
www.quapawbsa.org, and volunteers are encouraged to become very familiar 
with all supporting materials before accessing them.  Training and support 
information will be provided at future Roundtables in your District. 
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In February and March of 2008 the Quapaw Area Council will offer the Wood Badge for the 21st Century 
training course.  This excellent training event is open to all registered Scouters 21 years of age or older who 
have not yet attended a 21st Century Wood Badge training course.  Cookie Standley will serve as Scoutmaster 
for this course. 
 

This training focuses on leadership development for small group settings.  The skills learned and practiced in 
this course will be extremely useful to all adult volunteers when applied to local scouting events and activities.  
Wood Badge Course, SR–873, will be presented on two weekends, Fridays through Sundays, February 22-24 
and March 14-16, 2008.  The cost is $195, which includes all course materials, food and lodging expenses, plus 
any awards or recognitions.  The course is limited to 48 participants, and registration has already begun, so 
please don’t delay signing up.  Application forms with a complete description of the course are available at the 
council office.  A $50 deposit will reserve your spot NOW.   
 

The staff of SR–873, selected from across the Council for their unique skills, has already begun course 
development training, and is eagerly looking forward to presenting you the best training experience you will 
ever have in Scouting! 
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The Quapaw Area Council will be conducting National Youth Leadership Training (NYLT) on July 22nd 
through July 27th at the Reynolds Training Center.  NYLT is designed to teach leadership skills to the boys who 
are (or will be) leading your Troop, and participants have the opportunity to practice what they learn.  Course 
Directory Randy Hunt reports that 35 of the 48 available slots have already been filled, and the final 13 slots are 
expected to be filled very quickly.  For more information, please visit www.quapawbsa.org.

These 
people have the most important role in the Boy Scouts of America.  We should not diminish their effectiveness 
by asking them to do more. 
 

Qualifications for Nominees: 
 

District Chairman:  
We seek a person universally recognized in the community whose prestige, character, and achievements mark 
him/her as a leader; one whose personality and executive ability will inspire confidence and win support and 
cooperation for the Scouting program.  This individual should be well known by the business leaders and the 
education and religious institutions of the community upon which Scouting is so dependent for effective 
operation.  His/her ideals should be in full accord with those of Scouting. 
 

Specifically, a District Chairman should possess: 
 

 * The ability to recruit people to do a specific job 
 * Executive ability 
 * Organization skills 
 * The ability to secure adequate financial support 
 

Note:  Knowledge of the Scouting program is not essential. 
 

District Vice Chairman:  
Ideally, a person who has the same qualifications as the District Chairman should serve as Vice-Chairman.  One 
or more Vice Chairmen are recommended. 
 

District Members At Large:  
We need people of character and standing in the community, who – because of their interest, organizational 
experience, ability, or general knowledge – may be available for service as chairpersons or members of 
operating committees or to serve in some special capacity in the district. 
 

District Commissioner: 
In general terms, the candidate should possess the same qualifications as District Chairman, including the 
willingness and ability to recruit people.  The individual should be well-known and respected by the 
organizations that sponsor Scouting and by the community. 
 

The District Commissioner is the Administrative Executive over a large staff of people who are concerned with 
keeping the units of their district active by coordinating the support services of the district and council. 
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Good news – Cub Resident Camp is fast approaching!  Bad news – there are only about 19 slots available for 
those wanting to attend.  Please help spread the word and let your pack leaders know to get their registrations in 
ASAP.  People who are used to waiting until the last minute to register may miss out this year, and you don’t 
want to miss this event!
