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Thanks to the efforts of our youth members and adult volunteers, the Quapaw 
Area Council has surpassed the $1,000,000 mark in popcorn sales for the first 
time in the Council’s history! 
 

The annual popcorn sale is a vital part of the Scouting year.  Approximately 
70 cents of every dollar of popcorn sold stays within the Quapaw Area 
Council to support unit and Council operations.  Units following the BSA’s 
unit budget plan can fund their entire program for the year by having a 
successful sale.  The Council’s popcorn sale revenue is used to help meet 
operating expenses, which allows for better program, training, and other vital 
Council support.  Because of your efforts, approximately $700,000 will be 
used to make our Council and our units stronger! 
 

Congratulate yourselves – WE’RE MILLIONARIES!!! 
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For the second year in a row, the Quapaw Area Council welcomed almost 
3,000 new Scouts and their families who joined the Scouting program on 
School Night for Scouting.  Almost 500 volunteers in more than 200 schools 
hosted School Night sign-up meetings in an effort to provide all boys an 
opportunity to join the program.   
 

This year’s School Night for Scouting project, including the free handbook 
promotion, was sponsored by the Chesapeake Energy Corporation.  Chesapeake 
Energy Corporation is the nation’s largest independent producer and the third-
largest overall producer of natural gas in the United States.  Thank you to 
Danny Games and everyone at Chesapeake for their generous support of this 
important project.  
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Visiting the National Council’s website at www.scouting.org has just gotten a lot better!  In addition to great 
information, the National Council has added a new resource for volunteers, the ‘My Scouting’ portal.  ‘My 
Scouting’ gives all registered volunteers the opportunity to take part in various online resources.  Those 
resources include E-learning, links to Internet Rechartering and Internet Advancement, and very soon the new 
online Tour Permit applications. 
 

The E-learning course management system provides a selection of courses for adult volunteers that may be 
taken for credit.  Courses include, Staffing the District Committee, Safe Swim Defense, Safety Afloat, and 
Youth Protection Training.  Once completed via the ‘My Scouting’ portal, your BSA membership records are 
updated immediately. 
 

The Internet Rechartering and Internet Advancement links allow you to access these important resources 
without having to visit the Council’s website. 
 

The Online Tour Permit system, once activated by the National Council, will allow users to complete and 
submit Local and National Tour Permits online.  The system has been designed to allow users to enter 
information and save it for future tour permits, as well as use drop-down boxes and radio buttons to make 
completing Tour Permits easier. 
 

Volunteers wishing to register with the ‘My Scouting’ portal will need their BSA member ID number (found on 
your membership card) and a valid e-mail address.  Registration takes just a few minutes, and you’ll be viewing 
and using the resources in no time.  Plans are underway to add even more great resources to the ‘My Scouting’ 
portal, so make sure to visit and register today! 
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Looking for a way to make submitting advancement reports faster and easier?  Dreading your unit’s upcoming 
recharter?  If so, look no further than Internet Advancement and Internet Rechartering.  Both resources are 
available to your unit through the ‘My Scouting’ portal on the National Council’s website, or through our 
website at www.quapawbsa.org. 
 

Since being made available on July 1st, only a handful of Quapaw Area Council units have taken advantage of 
the Internet Advancement system.  The system makes entering advancement records for your unit very easy, 
and allows you to submit those advancements to the Council electronically.  Besides entering rank 
advancements, merit badges, and youth awards, the Internet Advancement system allows you to view and print 
your unit’s advancement history, individual advancement records, and a unit roster.  The system is very easy to 
use, and supports uploads from popular applications like Troopmaster and Packmaster software. 
 

With the upcoming recharter cycle, the availability of Internet Rechartering should be a big boost to the 
Council.  Internet Rechartering allows units to complete their recharter paperwork online via an easy to use web 
interface.  Once the paperwork is completed, the unit submits the recharter electronically, prints out the 
appropriate paperwork, gets the proper signatures, and then submits the signed paperwork, all new youth and 
adult applications and all fees to the Council.  The system is designed to help eliminate common errors found on 
paper recharters, as well as allow volunteers to make any necessary data entry changes for their unit.  The 
Internet Rechartering process is very simple, and will take less time than completing recharter paperwork the 
old fashioned way. 
 

To access either Internet Advancement or Internet Rechartering, please visit the Council’s website and view the 
supporting documents provided by the Council and the National Council. 
 

Make use of these two great tools – you’ll be glad you did! 
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Units are asked to complete their 2007 Centennial Quality Unit Award forms and turn them in to the Council 
Service Center anytime after October 31st.  The deadline for all forms is December 31st.    
 

The Centennial Quality Unit Award program is designed to recognize units in achieving excellence in providing 
a quality program to a growing youth population in America at all levels of the boy Scouts of America.   
 

The Centennial Quality Award is named in celebration of the 100th anniversary of the Boy Scouts of America.  
The new award begins in 2007 and will continue until 2010.  If a unit qualifies, it will receive a Centennial 
Quality Award streamer.  There is also a patch available for purchase for each youth and adult member within 
your unit.

(2) schedules their 2008 Family FOS presentation on or before the December 14th deadline, and (3) conducts 
said presentation on or before March 31st, 2008.  As a reward, units meeting those criteria receive Free Rank 
Advancement from the Council from the date of their presentation through March 31st, 2009.  Free rank 
advancement means that every time a youth member earns a rank advancement, the patch and card for that rank 
are free.  That could mean tremendous savings for your unit, so make plans to take advantage of this great offer.
