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In April 2003, the Boy Scouts of America instituted mandatory criminal 
background checks for all adults submitting applications for membership.  
These background checks cover all new adult volunteers as well as persons 
already registered with the Boy Scouts of America but who are switching 
leadership positions or adding additional registrations.  These criminal 
background checks have ensured a safer Scouting environment as the BSA 
continues to emphasize youth protection. 
 

Volunteers who have been continuously registered in the same position prior 
to April 2003 and who have not added new registrations since that time have 
not undergone criminal background checks.  The Boy Scouts of America is 
addressing this situation by providing a vehicle for those background checks 
to occur. 
 

Beginning June 2, 2008, volunteers who have never had a criminal 
background check will receive a letter from Chief Scout Executive Bob 
Mazzuca recognizing them for their valued service and explaining the need to 
undergo a criminal background check.  Letters will include the volunteer’s 
BSA membership identification number, a unique password, and the contact 
information for the local Council.  The letter will give directions to a website 
created specifically to give consent for a criminal background check.  The 
letter will also direct volunteers to their local council should Internet access be 
a problem or should the volunteer need special assistance.  Once consent is 
given, a criminal background check will be conducted at no charge to the 
volunteer. 
 

The Boy Scouts of America remain committed to providing youth and adults 
with the safest Scouting environment possible.  Any questions about this new 
policy should be addressed to your local Council.

This course is designed to help volunteers 
understand and prepare for different weather conditions that could occur on 
outings.  Beginning January 1, 2009, it will be a mandatory BSA requirement 
that at least one registered leader have completed the Weather Hazards 
training course for all outings.

School Night for Scouting is one designated night in all elementary schools when prospective members and 
their parents will be invited to join Scouting.  The purpose of School Night for Scouting is to give every boy of 
Scouting age the opportunity to join.  
 

Promotion will include flyers, posters, school rallies, and advertisements in state-wide and local media.  There 
will also be an incentive for the boys that join on School Night for Scouting. 
 

In 2007, over 3000 boys and their families joined Scouting units.     
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Scouters and others have been receiving letters from various nonprofit organizations claiming to support the 
Boy Scouts of America and seeking contributions.  Some of these groups refer to Scouting in their name:  “Save 
Our Scouts” or “Scouting Legal Defense Fund,” and some do not.  All of them claim to be supporting 
Scouting’s legal activities in some fashion, but none of them are authorized by the BSA to be seeking funds.  
Most important, no contributions to these groups go directly to Scouting.  The Boy Scouts of America does not 
solicit funds in this manner, and you may be assured that no names or addresses are ever sold or given to 
anyone outside the organization.  These groups generally use mailing lists purchased from commercial 
organizations that compile such lists from magazine subscriptions and other sources. 
 

We regret the confusion and misdirection of contributions that these solicitations cause, and we are taking 
appropriate legal measures to deal with these parties.  Under our federal Constitution these groups have the right 
to solicit funds and to express their support, but they do not have any right to mislead or confuse people. 
 

Some of these organizations have provided support to the BSA through “friends of the court” briefs or 
published articles, but we would prefer that they did not seek to profit by these activities through soliciting 
funds in the name of Scouting.  Their activities have resulted in confusion and frustration for many of the 
recipients of these solicitations. 
 

Anyone who wishes to support the Boy Scouts of America should make their contributions directly to local 
Scout councils.   
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Do you need supplies or uniforms but don’t have time to drive to the Little Rock Scout Shop?  Do you prefer to 
cyber shop rather than actually visit a traditional brick and mortar establishment?  If you answer yes to either of 
those questions, you can help the Quapaw Area Council when making your future online purchases from BSA 
National Supply. 
 

Very soon, you will see a link to BSA Supply’s Scoutstuff.org website on the Council website’s home page.  
Every time a volunteers clicks on the link on our page and then makes a purchase at Scoutstuff.org, the Quapaw 
Area Council will receive a small commission from BSA Supply.  This “click-through” program and the 
commission only works if you start on our website – if you visit Scoutstuff.org directly, we don’t get the 
commission from the sale.  Your cost will remain the same regardless of which method you choose.

If you have been to camp this year you will have noticed some thinning of the timber around camp. The 
following information will explain the need for this and other important  property management activities taking 
place within your camp. 
 

Forest Management 
Generally, when foresters prescribe a timber harvest, they are cutting the worst trees on the site and leaving the 
best to grow and regenerate the stand.  By allocating the nutrients, water, and sunlight to fewer and better trees, 
they are creating a forest that is more productive and healthy than the one that was there before.   
 

Most forest stands need to be thinned periodically to maintain good wildlife habitat.  After thinning, grasses, 
wildflowers, and legumes respond to the increased sunlight and grow, providing food and cover for turkeys, 
deer, rabbits, quail, and a variety of other wildlife.  In most cases, fire should also be utilized to remove leaf 
litter and create conditions favorable for the herbaceous plant seeds to germinate. 
 

Controlled Burns 
The purposeful use of fire by humans has been utilized in Arkansas for well over 1,000 years and continues to 
be one of the most economical and beneficial tools available to land managers for a variety of purposes.   
 

During the late 1800’s and early 1900’s wildfires swept across enormous blocks of cutover timberlands and 
wreaked devastation on everything in their path.  Fire suppression became the primary function of the newly 
formed U.S. Forest Service, their policy was to extinguish all fires by 10 a.m. the next day. 
 

The results of the new fire suppression policy were forests and rangelands that were overstocked with timber 
and choked with dense underbrush that made them even more susceptible to devastating wildfires.  The very 
forests that they were charged to protect were becoming tinderboxes that were unsuitable for the wildlife 
species that depended on them.  Over time, land managers recognized that fire was an integral and essential 
component of ecosystem health, as well as an important tool to reduce wildfire risk.  Today, foresters, 
ecologists, and biologists use prescribed fire to minimize risks and to maximize ecological benefits.   
 

Summary 
Prescribed burning, when practiced along with good forest management, creates forests that are both beautiful 
and healthy.  Although the aesthetic condition immediately after a forest thinning or a burn is less than 
desirable, the long-term benefits far outweigh the short-term detractions.  After a couple of burn cycles, the 
native plants begin to dominate the site and create a beautiful and picturesque plant community teeming with 
wildflowers, legumes, and prairie grasses.  These plant communities also greatly increase wildlife habitat value.  
Fire is a part of the natural ecosystem and when directed by professionals as it is at camp, it can be utilized to 
achieve a variety of objectives. 
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It’s NEVER too early to start thinking about advanced training for adult leaders!  With that in mind, circle your 
calendar for February 27 through March 1, 2009 and March 20 through 22, 2009.  On those weekends, the 
Quapaw Area Council will be conducting Wood Badge for the 21st Century at the Gus Blass Scout Reservation 
in Damascus.
